Kindly note down the key stage wise commencement of the classes: 

• Year 2 to Year 6  –  Monday, 15th September 2025 onwards 

• Year 7 to Year 9 (Clubs) –  Monday, 15th September 2025 onwards 

• Year 1    –  Monday, 22nd September 2025 onwards 

• FS2     – Monday, 29th September 2025 onwards 

 

Important Notes 

1) FS2 to Year 6 swimming lessons are included in the weekly timetable & Year 7 to Year 9 will have optional 

swimming only on Club days. FS2 will have swimming and Music/Dance on alternate weeks. 

2) From Year 4 onwards, boys and girls will have separate swimming lessons on alternate weeks during their 

PE sessions.  

• Boys will begin on 15th September. 

• Girls will begin on 22nd September. 

3) Students opting for swimming clubs from Year 7 to 9 will also follow the same dates. 

4) To support the students, separate nannies will be available for boys and girls. 

5) In case child is not feeling well, he/she must be encouraged not to go for the swimming cases and parents 

must inform the Form Tutor regarding the same via email. 

 

Swimming Kit 

Kindly ensure your child carries the following items for each swimming lesson, as per the timetable. All items 

must be clearly labelled with the student’s name, class, and section. Applicable for both boys and girls: 

 

• Flip-flops 

• Full swimming suit 

• Swimming goggles 

• Swimming cap (silicone or cloth fabric) 

• Towel and undergarments 
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All items should be kept in a separate swimming bag that the child can carry independently to the pool area. 

(Please see the swimming kit picture for reference.) 

 

If convenient, children may come to school wearing their costumes underneath the school uniform. In that case, 

please ensure that the remaining items are packed separately and duly labelled.
